I worked in the 

real estate development field in 

Dayton before starting my 

business here on Broadway in 

1991. The timing and the location 

were very good.  Starting without 

a real business plan, and with 

limited sales experience selling 

jewelry out of my home, I had 

very little merchandise in my 

shop in the beginning.   

The first weekend my sales 

totaled about $1,000, and I 

thought this actually might work.  

During the real estate boom in the 

90ôs, I sold quite a bit of 

reproduction and antique 

furniture; then evolved into 

accessories and other 

merchandise as the real estate 

market cooled off.

Another feature that makes 

Lebanon unique is its 

location.  Cincinnati, Ohio, is 

located within 500 miles of 

sixty percent of the 

population of the United 

States.  I think that is a great 

statistic of which Lebanon is 

a beneficiary that should 

perhaps be emphasized more.   

For example, high technology 

companies selling 

sophisticated medical 

equipment to hospitals and 

medical centers love the 

region because they can reach 

so many markets within 

relatively few miles.
